The Sino-Soviet Split 
Let’s talk about Communism: 
Vladmir Lenin -VL
Joseph Stalin- JS
Nikita Kruschev -NK
Mao Zedong –MZ 

Socialism: 
	-not just a theory 
	-Theoretical expression of the interests of the bureaucracy of a workers’ state –Stalin 
Taxes > 60%   = Socialist 
A belief in what a government should be responsible for –the more responsibility you take for your people, the higher they are taxed. 

Socialists believe they should take care of people in a broad sense
Where communism breaks from socialism: all of you will pay “100%” to us, your paychecks don’t go to you, and they go to us…control 100% of the way you live. 

The freeloading principle!!  There is no incentive 
Karl Marx was the founder of this theory 
	--UTOPIA 
He had rough experiences as a child…he was poor and lived in Germany, and because of which he was treated badly.  
Unequal distribution of wealth….just not fair!! 
Imagine a society where equal

America…you have the theoretical “opportunity” 
KM wants opportunity of position and wealth 

Equality, status all people make the same amount of money 
VL decided that this was what he was going to do…Russia was getting their butts kicked in WW1, 
1917- treaty of brest-lotovs 
The workers revolted
Tzar is the embodiment of EVIL 

Bolshevik Party  Bolshevik Revolution 
Take control and was elected as the new leader of the Soviet Union 

One fundamental thing!! Com and the leaders that are within com are inspired by events in their lives 
Stalin inherited Lenin’s work, and an empire that experienced “growing pains” 
Khrushchev got a different country than Stalin had 
Mao Zedong had a different type of com 

THERE WAS MAJOR RIVARLY!!! 
Sino-Soviet split!!  

JS  -- a “workers” STATE, not states 
Stalinism – workers state and one state 
Leninism: socialists country to be successful you needed more than one state 
1917 -1922

JS 1922-1953 
	--Socialism in one country 
Nikoli Bukharin in 1925
Lenin—socialism in many countries 
1917-1922—Lenin helped other revolutions, every revolution FAILED 
By 1922 the only surviving socialist country was the USSR 
USSR is all by itself, naturally JS looks inward for help 

Giving  up on Com did not happen –this is a necessity (isolationist) not a virtue 
Mao Zedong was a Leninist!!!!!!  He did not hate JS, he liked the survivability of JS 
Khrushchev hated the idea of Socialism in One Country 
JS was like MZ big brother 

Trotsky vehemently opposed Stalin!!! 
LT!! 
Trotsky did not have a lot of fans 
He was asking the world to wait while socialism was constructed 
After USSR is built, then the nations can begin their revolutions 

Stalin’s message was more popular…he was able to take over 

The “content” of the split
	-Nationalist at its source 
We are Chinese! Or we USSRists 

The superficial source of what caused this split 

Mao-farmers
NK-workers 

Ramifications—created 2 centers for com in the globe 
Moscow (west) and Beijing  (east) 

1953- 3 year time span 1956- NK official leader 
They were out of natural resources 
 NK-we’re gonna look outward w/ countries that maybe aren’t even com 
1956- China was still a fledgling com country 
1949- 
MZ in power com leader of China 
Don’t need NK tellin me Im doin it wrong 
When Stalin died he was the longest standing com leader 
BIG EGO 

1956—soviet union felt less threatened by imperialist motives
The Chinese were not as willing to embrace imperialism 
China just ended the war against the nationalist funded by the US 
The Chinese said…WE DON”T LIKE IMPERIALISTS 
It is obvious that the Chinese could not trust people with Imperialist motives

MZ did NOT like the idea of trading with other countries…thought NK was a “sellout” 
NK in his denunciation of JS 
NK thought JS was doing it wrong 
“a cult personality” 
MZ wanted to wear JS pants 
NK was like aayyyeee Im a soviet…we as SOVIETS have been doing it longer than the Chinese 
He thought he was representing a better form of communism
EGOCENTRIC—doesn’t matter how long HE has been in power…it is the country as a whole 
NK called JS a criminal 

NK problem was the JS was a bad dude 
1937-1938 = The great Purge 
An era in which JS said any one who spoke against com would disappear 
1.5mill disappeared 680,000 executed 

It is very cold in Siberia—JS set up a lot of camps…to freeze people to death 
It is estimated that JS caused the death of 20 million people 
Starvation, malnutrition

The soviet economy had taken a turn for the worst
	--they needed outside help 
This alarms MZ 
	--he felt that the USSR economy was allowed to fail by NK 
	--MZ felt like China needed to go it alone 
Great Leap Forward – biggest blunder of MZ career –dumbest idea of a world leader

Communism review:  the government gives you enough money to give you what you need. The government can control the company and ultimately prices.  
The concept of utopia goes further back in time
Karl Marx hates disparity!! 

Stalin is in power 1924-53, died
1949-for four years, Mao is in the shadow of Stalin 
He was originally a Leninist 
Stalin gave the Chinese bad advice in hopes that they would fail 
NK-Stalin was a criminal, people who followed them would be a “cult of personality” 
1956- #1 issue that MZ was the NK didn’t warn him
1958-Mao decided that he was going to attack some islands from the coast of Russia and not tell NK 
There was never a peaceful transition of power in Russia 
The relationship between China and Russia would go back and forth 
1959- NK goes to Beijing to meet with MZ, and asked to put some radio towers
MZ said NO! you cannot, you Russia idiot. Because I said do, hmph!   
NK traded with capitalist 
1960- Peaceful Co-existence-the soviets thawing out a little, allowing themselves to exist with other peacefully. 
Did not last long, relations were not going anywhere with the US
MZ-a little of a JS ideal, not a fan of Peaceful co-existence 
USSR was collapsing, they needed the West
They would eventually cut of ties all together, communist east and a communist west –two very bitter leaders 

Back to the Great Leap Forward 
1958-1961 MZs biggest blunder!
He would get the idea from the USSR 
Goal: Move China forward industrially 
China was agrarian-mmm farm 
MZ was tired of farm, he wanted steel 
Communist revolution in China was much more violent than the Bolshevik Revolution 
1937-1949-Chinese Civil War-went on a small break during WW2 from 45-49 was the beak 
MZ would kill all the rich land owners –redistributed to the peasants
1949-Soviets until Stalin were helpful to the Chinese, in exchange for resources, he helped with the logistics of the redistribution of land 
Peasants felt indebted to MZ 

GLF: 
--forced “collectivization” 
Took all material goods, collected it, sold it or redistributed it 
“what is produced is shared” 
MZ was cultified 
Uniquely Chinese: their communism was little mini communes; each village would be its commune 
MZ would force the communes to collectivize on a national scale 
It was successful to begin with-serious propaganda “steel numbers” 
Everyone’s backyard (if it was once a farm) was a steel plant production 
Produced a lot of steel, but it was bad, and would eventually produce epic failure 
MZ believed that being agrarian is being backwards! “we need to move forward” 
Burn the crops! Not Stalinist anymore!! 
China at this point was not Stalinist because they worked with the USSR and they believed that they would be able to survive, some farms were not burned, excess food was born! 
Imposed serious hardships on the people
NK encouraged other nations to look critically at the GLF and criticize Mao openly. 
“look at communism in China” Making it look really good in Europe
NK said that China com sucked 
China industrialized, steel, that is it. ONLY STEEL 
Harvests were allowed to rot, farmers did not have time to work the harvest because they were working on steel. 
Everything was abandoned to make steel 
By the time food ran out it was too late 
10 million people died because of the harvest
30 million people died during the GLF 58-61
It would hurt MZ’s rep for a small amount of time
MZ increased cult efforts-brain wash every young adult in China post-GLF 
Encouraged youth in revolt! Smarty pants 
August 1960- NK had withdrawn USSR technical support of the GLF
After USSR pulled out GLF done 
Failure was a huge blow for China 
A spin… we are now free from USSR involvement 
1 billion members of the Chinese revolution!!! Enormous force 
1962- china was peaceful stable economically sound and on their own 
MZ 1962, make fun of NK, for backing down to the US for backing down in the Cuban Missile Crisis 

SS split, ideologically, communism was not united  
Effects: 
1) Shattered communism—shattered the communist bloc, what was perceived by the rest of the world as a dual continent coalition, shattered 
2) During the 1970s, the USSR would become obsessed with the prospect of a hostile china (good for US, distracted USSR) 
3) Showed that in communism, it was more about power players than about ideology, power politics than a belief system “who is wearing the communist pants here?”


2/4/09: 
Proxy war: A big guy funds a little guy to fight another little guy funded by a different big guy 
“substitute” 

1945—
A) the treatment of occupied Germany
B) The future of Poland –the soviets already occupied Poland before the war ended. 

Over the course of the next two years, there were factors that added to the tension: 
a) Differences began to appear in their treatment of Germany 
b) Sovietization of Eastern Europe began 
c) The US began setting up military bases around the world –seen as a threat
d) Superpowers failed to agree on a plan to control atomic weapons 

Atomic weapons for everyone! 

1947- 
a) Both US and USSR solidified control
1) USSR in Eastern Europe with ‘Sovietization” 
2) USA had the rest of Europe with Truman Doc and Marshall Plan
Bloc- A western bloc and an Eastern bloc 
Western Bloc started in Germany and went West
Eastern- started in Germany and went East 

FDR DIES APRIL 12, 1945

V-E Day May 8th, 1945!!!!!  (victory in Europe day) 

Yalta and Potsdam-1945
February –Pre-VE day (Yalta) 

July-Post VE (Potsdam) 

At the yalta, the war was de facto over. 
Both conferences were designed to answer the two major questions: 
What do we do with germany, what do we do with Poland
Yalta: Stalin, Churchill, Roosevelt 
4 zones-made official in Potsdam conference

Potsdam was official, yo

If stalin is gonna get control over Eastern Europe, they have to be free elections
Stalin was an ally during ww2 

Poland! Stalin said that they already control Poland, before yalta you cannot tell us we have to have free elections there

FDR was dead, the war was over, germany had formally lost the war. Churchill is no longer PM. The only consistent player was Stalin—he was in a great position 
Let’s go back in time 
Here we are again, dealing with Germany 
Harry Truman-wants to avoid another war 
The US says ugh we can’t have a weak Germany

Weakness breeds communism!  If germany was weak, they probably would have gone communist 
They can’t protect themselves
Truman wanted to rebuild Germany; Stalin wanted to keep it weak
This is where the pattern began, Stalin would say and ask for the opposite of everything the United States 

The allied powers did not want to give up Berlin 
They took Berlin and divided it into four parts, or the west side and east side

The ussr in Berlin was not happy of this
At times during the cold war, berlin would be the hub of the cold war a “microcosm” 
USSR can blockade the allied areas
Berlin blockade; Us “oh cute blockade” air power, the ussr couldn’t attack, act of war
USSR would fear the allies

Berlin WALL! It would stand until 1989 
YOU ARE NOT GOING TO INFRINGE ON OUR SIDE OF BERLIN! WE ARE GOING TO BUILD A WALL TO PROVE IT 

Germany as a country is a buffer zone for the west and the east
 
The de facto Demilitarized Zone it will be clear if you are coming to attack us  
The US built military bases in Southern Germany, pointed to Russia 
The Soviets needed this buffer; this is what they were up against 
Hitler hurt both France and the USSR
USSR was weak, US was strong 
USSR had a lot potential, but they were hurting 
Iron curtain—where communism is separated from freedom 

By 1949—Germany was given freedom, there were two Germanys
East-Soviet Germany and west-Allied Germany 
1989-Berlin wall comes down 
1991- Communism failed 

East Germany is still being rebuilt 


1946—oodles of communism, economies are weak 
Revolution in Greece, its their 3rd one !! Pesky 
Stalin and Churchill made an agreement that they would watch over a certain part of Europe. Greece fell under Britain’s portion. It happens at the time when Britain is not super strong economically, and they can’t afford it.  Truman comes in and says…I’ll take it! Anything to kill the commy bastards
Publically revealed the US view of containment
March 12 1947, Truman doctorine 
The US wants to stop the spread of communism, they are going to stop them militarily and financiallyas much as needed. 
The main goal of the TD was to assist free people’s to work out their destiny’s in their own ways, 
We’ll spot you that 1-fitty mill it will take to rebuild your economy, and we will be trading partners! 
Greece got 250 mill, Turkey got `150 mill 
The US is stopping communism –communists go back to the communist stronghold 
Stalin—AA Zhdanov  (stalin’s advisor) said this entire plan was to establish the supremacy of the American imperialism 


The Marshall Plan—America feared economically weak country 
Weak countries go to communism 
Being satisfied is more satisfying than being broke
June 5, 1947 by George C. Marshall
A European self help program funded by the US 
Established by the European Recovery Program ERP 
3 year grant, for food machinery raw materials to help rebuild to economy and feed the people. Make democracy look better than communism. 
Peace came hand in hand with prosperity 
You sell your good and make money, you don’t fight your neighbor


Any one who is down with communism—lets roll out 
Pulled out all but 16 countries 
Stalin is made because West Germany is a part of this! Wants germany to be weak 
US wants to build up germany for safety! 
13 million in aid from the European cooperation administration—the organization developed by the Marshall Plan that would divvy up the funds aka the bank  let’s give so-and-so different amounts of money based on need

The plan was to unify Europe and get them to be one  
Led to European Union! 
Make it more of a unified area, so you don’t feel like a German in England, you are just a European 

MUCH SUCCESS! 
Helped raised the GNP of European countries 15-25% 
Rapid renewal of industry 
Helped regain financial stability 
Expanded trade
Molotov—

Soviets set up four political parties: 
Not Soviets, they are German people 
Communists  : KPD
Socialists :SPD
Liberal Democrats : LPD
Christian Democrats :CDU
…notice no Nazi 


Reparations: Reps

Potsdam: said USSR could get reps 
USSR wanted weak Germany: 
In world war one they didn’t make Germany weak, then WW2 happened. 
If you allow them power, they will be aggressive and belligerent 
Logic and History were on Stalin’s side
JS wanted reps from the whole of Germany, not just the eastern side
If the German people have to pay reps, they will have no economy 
And they will starve probably
Germ went into a state of famine
US sent money to the western portion of germ 
This indirectly subsidized the reps 
We were helping the comms get stronger by paying them  
Subsidize-helping pay 

Spring 1946—General Cassius Clay figured it out and demanded we stop paying reps to WGERM
USSR protest in Allied Control Council (ACC) 
--France
--US
--GB
--USSR
De facto German gov’t 
The soviets were not happy with the Americans pulling their aid of Germany 

Breakdown in cooperation in the Coop with US/USSR 


Comm party performed poorly 45-46  
KPD 

Germ-KPD 
SDP-harassed by the other 3 parties 
Feb 1946—reccommended that the SDP be dissolved !!!! 
Reccommendations coming from ACC 

US approved of the creation of the KDP and SDP as long as there were parties that represented American Parties
KDP and SDP unite! 
Only 12 % of the socialists were in favor of being dissolved into the KDP 
Socialists saw KDP as too extreme 
IT happened anyway 
Strike Number 2 in the relationship
Instead of calling them the KDP, it would be the SED Socialists Unity Party, to appease the socialists 
The party had two leaders, this party  - KDD and SPD 
One from each party 
ALLIES WERE NOT FANS OF THIS  

The western allies said --- you are not giving a voice to east Germany 
The “deal” was to allow freedom for political preference, you have taken away the choice in politics 
That is NOT okay 
Pretext to coordinate policies in WGERM w/out considering the USSR in the ACC 
SED was a de facto KDP 

Jan 1947—GB and US were coordinating policies in WGERM together 
The two zones merged into a bizone 
Creating of the bizone led to birth of Two GERMS 
The French joined the BIZONE in the summer of ’47 
US decided to create a new currency in the WZONE “arbitrarily” –on a whim 
ABSOLUTE VIOLATION OF THE POTSDAM AGREEMENT!!!! Blatant VIOLATION 
This makes the REPS question OBSOLETE 
ACC- USSR—when they found out—walked out of the ACC 
Get rid of Reichmarks= 10 RM = 1 Deutsch MARK  
Changing of the currency was STRIKE 3!! The formal ending of any agreement that happened from Potsdam.  By the end of 1947- two halves of GERM were on two paths 
JS=would attempt to take over the whole of GERM 
Infiltrate Germany through SED 
Unsuccessful in this attempt because the GERM mistrusted the USSR 
Nazi propaganda portrayed USSR as sub-human 
JS didn’t have mutual trust 
Berlin Blockade--  
USSR and Allied never guaranteed Berlin 
Imposed by JS all railed

Berlin Blockade creates Crisis 
March 1948—USSR harass ALLIES 
A train that was filled wi


Germany is the Hub of the Cold War ! 
Berlin Airlift!! 
JS goal was to force to Allies to cave and get out of Berlin  or to force the allies into an act of war..giving the USSR a pretext to go to war…reparations much? 
Statistics!
--The allies has established air corridors from the western side of Germany to Berlin
If there are allied aircraft flying over the blockade 
If they let us fly over they look like they are backing down
If they shoot us, act of war
Over 10 months—1948—shipped 2 million tons of supply to Berlin keeping 2.5 million people fed 
JS even cut off power 
US shipped supplies to feed hostages
Extremely successful  
We were not willing to give up Berlin because there were 2.5 million Germans in Berlin, we needed to have freedom loving Germans
79 people killed in accidents are a result of the airlift
We had moved several long range bombers to England, if there were any attempts, the response would be to bomb Moscow 
There was constant traffic—hence the accidents 
By  May 1949—the USSR admitted defeat and lifted blockade
They just lifted it, it was a de facto admission of defeat


The consequences:  
--psychological blow for the USSR: we called JS’s bluff and learned that he was bluffing 
Stalin looked reallllly bad and weak, b/c he was weak. The US exposed his weakness 
· Stalin was painted as a real bad dude –he tried to starve 2.5 million people to death 

The US propaganda system gave him this image 
--firmly divided East and West Berlin 
West Berliners—USSR YOU CANNOT COME IN!! 
“I am a Jelly Donut” John Kennedy 
Other things…
America took this as an offense against freedom loving people in the world!! We used it as an excuse to do several things. 
NATO was set up because of this!  North Atlantic Treaty Organization  1949 
US pledged in Nato to essentially provide Military action if any NATO country was invaded by the USSR 
NATO-America’s de facto military control of Western Europe  !!!!!!! WESTERN EUROPE= WEU 
Met with the Warsaw Pact 

3 years after the Berlin airlift 
1952- Seeing Germany getting worse, The soviets realized that they were weaker than the west so they proposed a plan the unify Germany 
--All occupied forces should be out! All military gone
Guarantee of all civic and religious rights, their parties couldn’t be restricted 
Germany could have their own unregulated military (for their “own” defense)
All orgs hostile to democracy aka neo-nazi would be banned
Germany would not be allowed to join any alliance 
The new government would be a coalition of the two existing government. The east and west would have shared equal powers 
The US would say……SCREW YOU AND SCREW THIS!!!

The relations between the US and USSR continued to worsen
We had the upper hand why would we give it up? 
There was a higher chance of getting power to the east 
WE DID NOT TRUST STALIN 



The Sovietization of Eastern Europe: 
SVZN= Sovietization
Not a clearly defined moment or idea
Couldn’t look like culture could look political 
It is an enigma of sorts, depends on the country

The general pattern… 
Generally speaking, how SVZN happens !! 
The red Army establishes control—military control in EEU
Local armies and police forces would be reconstituted under soviet control 
They pretend to leave 
Their influence has been projected on to the local military and police
They are citizens of the country they are living in 
They citizens, but they are kind of USSR-ish
They were a puppet military 
Any German in the region would be sent to Germany 
Here is why…the USSR believed that the Germans and their atrocities were worthy of being condemned worldwide, condemned by association 
Prevent any anti soviet influence 
After this, communists that were loyal to JS were imported to lead communist parties 
The commies would be sent to the countries to defend comm. 
SVZN is what America did in Latin America 
Eventually you would have popular fronts beginning the rise in satellite countries 
Left wing parties = PF or any party that was anti nazi 
Conglommeration of the communist party and all those near it 
This was a smoke and mirrors campaign to make it look bigger 
PFs formed provisional government 
Provisional=temporary to get back on our feet 

The key of popular fronts, comms would take key posts in the PF movement 
They would be ze leader 
JS was extremely intentional!!! Step by step plan 
If you want world domination, here is your step by step plan 
Rigged elections 
Control of the economies 
Raw materials were purchased by satelliate countries above global market countries 
This was set up because of the COMECON 
JS saw this as necessary because of socialism in one state 
This is a natural step in the process 
The satellite countries were not allowed to be independent! 
Social and political SVZN in the countries, all de facto USSR COUNTRIES 
He had to be extremely deliberate in his actions in the Eastern Bloc 
JS rarely did things without planning 
Education=USSR
Freedom of speech =USSR
Everything limited!!! 
THIS IS NOT RUSSIFICATION!!  !!! 

Stalin imitated America 
“disguised control” 
People said why didn’t stalin just take it over? 
It eliminates the “buffer zone” 
He wanted the substance of empire without the title of empire and without alienating the west ! 

Satellite countries are de facto USSR gov’ts 
USSR could not afford to fully absorb these countries too much $$ 

The proletariat class can collectively bring a government to its knees, and then communist can exist 

Sovietization--specifically
Back to SVZN 
Coalition parties won rigged elections
The popular front won rigged elections
Poland-largest frontier w/ the USSR, mostly because your all up in Moscow 
Poland and USSR do not like each other 
3 different times in history the USSR invaded Poland and annexed Poland, --PRE WW1 
The polish, when they achieved their independence, the polish attempted to invade Russia and was unsuccessful  
In negotiations post ww2 the USSR
At Yalta the soviets demanded POLAND, at least eastern Poland 
This was fairly problematic for the polish, but hey, better than Hitler
The polish were not okay with this 
During the war the German discovered the bodies of 14000 army officers that were executed by Russia, but JS denied it. FINGER POINTING –the polish said we hate both of you  this was in 1940 
From 1940 on Poland and Russia despied each other 
July 1944 the USSR army had halted its advance and decided to stop their advance when they got halfway through Poland.   
The Germans massacred the Polish who were just stuck in the middle 
They try to fight the Germans, but get slaughtered 
The pols were mad because the USSR just sat and watched while they were slaughtered
JS –post war had tried to make peace w/ Poland  ( around the time of Yalta) 
We are going to allow you a large chunk of your land
Cuzon line—poland wanted it to be its border…allowed by JS 
JS allowed thePolish gov’t to exist, allowed free elections
The west interpreted this as a democratic Poland
JS thought he could establish communism as one of the free parties of Poland
Brought in the red army into Poland
Anyone who was anti-soviet/ german was arrested 
He infilitrated powerful positions with communist people and they went on to win elections that were rigged 





Hungary—was an enemy of the Soviets during ww2 
The USSR treated them as a defeated enemy 


Switchin’ it up ! 
Percentages Agreement – 1944
Churchill and Stalin  C goes to Moscow to visit S 

“The moment was apt for business” “Let us settle our affairs in the Balkans” 
90% Romania  ---Russia/ US—GB 
90% Greece –GB/US 
50/50 Yugoslavia USSR/GB—US
50/50 –Hungary 
75/25 – Bulgaria --- Russia 

All of these countries fought against the US and USSR in WW2
